The second edition of Zlatna International Ethnographic Film Festival is aiming to continue spreading the national culture and traditions through promoting young artists. IEFF Zlatna - the only ethnographic film festival in Romania - helps build and educate independent moviegoers to discover new talents and to promote the exchange of cultural values with other countries.

The festival is open, also for professional moviegoers who want to contribute to the building of the national and international cultural heritage. Last but not least, IEFF Zlatna wants to be a launch gate and educational tool for the youth of the community. In this respect, the Mayor Silviu Ponoran proposed the establishing of a Visual Arts Cultural Center that would include also, it's own Production House. Through this new Cultural Center, Zlatna youth will be involved. Under the guidance of the Visual Arts Cultural Center it is already established a cineclub, a photoclub where young people can attend the working with filmcamera, film assembly, film directing and photography classes under the dirrect guidance of specialists brought from Bucharest.

For the future, the best works of artists from Zlatna can be promoted within Zlatna IEFF, creating this way new opportunities for affirmation for the young generation. During the IEFF an ethnographic photography exhibition contest will be organized, also. In addition to helping the community and especially the young people living in Zlatna, this festival is also an elitist way to promote the historical, ethnographic and tourist values of our city and Alba county.

The second edition of the International Ethnographic Film Festival of Zlatna (IEFF) runs from June 6 to 8, 2014 in the City of Zlatna, Alba County.

IEFF is organized by the Mayoralty of Zlatna City.

The deadline for registering films in the festival is May 15, 2014.

No registration fee required.

Transport costs are borne by the participants.

Films submitted for competitive sections should have the title translated into English, except for those directly spoken in English language. The person who scores the film in competition must supply, from the beginning, the following informations: director's name, producer's name, writer's name, operator's name, movie's sumarry, movie's running time .

The person who scores the film in competition is responsible for all data supplied. If the film participated in other film festivals or any other data of public interest about the film and authors previously appeared in media, will be necessary sent here, also. These data will be made public on the festival's website and catalog presentation of the festival. ersons wishing to scores the film in festival are requested to send the festival address: fife@etnofilmzlatna.ro  a synopsis of the film more than one page. The person that submits a film in the festival must request an user and a password to be able to upload the movie via ftp to our server. The recomended video file container is MP4 (Video: H264/MPEG-4 AVC - min. 720x480, Audio: AAC/AC3/MP3).

Films must also be sent by post, on DVD support.

Copies of the films are inlisted in the festival archive and they are used only for non-profit purposes (research, education and training programs). After the festival closing, the films will not be returned but they shall remain in the database of the festival. Registration entitles the movie organizers to select and design it in one of the sections of the festival.
