Petru Cimpoeşu (b. 1952) is currently the director of the County Department of Culture, Religions and Cultural Heritage in Bacău. He is one of the foremost prose writers of recent years. He made his debut in 1983, with the collection Provincial Memories, awarded the Prize of the Jassy Writers’ Association. His other books include: Naturally (1985), Unwilling Hero (1994 ; Prize of the Jassy Writers’ Association), A Kingdom for a Fly (1995), The Tale of the Great Brigand (1st edition, 2000 ; Prize for Prose awarded by the Romanian Writers’ Union, Jassy Branch), Christina the Domestic and the Soul-Hunters (2006; Prize of the Observator Cultural [Cultural Observer] review, and the Prize for Prose awarded by the Romanian Writers’ Union), Simeon the Liftite: Novel with Angels and Moldavians (1st edition, 2001, Prize of the Cuvîntul [The Word] review, and the Prize for Prose awarded by the Romanian Writers’ Union). Polirom has published: The Tale of the Great Brigand (2nd edition, 2007) and Simeon the Liftite (2nd revised edition, 2007). The novel Simeon the Liftite has been translated into Czech, with the title Simion Vytaznik, and was declared Book of the Year 2006 in the Czech Republic, as well as being awarded the Magnesia Litera Prize.
