NIGHTLOSERS in Concert at globalFEST
Don't miss the New York City premiere of NIGHTLOSERS, co-presented by RCINY as part of globalFEST, the must-see NYC festival of world music presenting 12 artists from around the world on 3 stages in one day. Nightlosers is a blues-ethno-rock band renowned for their ability to find common roots between American blues, Irish country-rock and genuine Eastern European folk. Their sound is chameleonic – a measured blend of passion and irony, mastering sound devices from overdriven guitar to poplar leaf, with a good dose of Transylvanian temper. The festival is presented by Joe's Pub at The Public Theater, Acidophilus and World Music Institute in association with The Bowery. The NYC performance of Nightlosers is preceded on January 7 by a concert in Toronto (Canada) co-organized by RCINY. READ MORE

MEDAL OF HONOR by Peter Calin Netzer in U.S. Premiere at Palm Springs Festival
The second feature film of Peter Calin Netzer will first reach American audiences in Palms Springs, part of the World Cinema Now selection of the prestigious international film festival, in the presence of the director, whose participation to the festival is supported by RCINY. "Six years after his impressive feature debut, 'Maria,' Romanian-born, German-raised helmer Calin Peter Netzer returns with a less stygian riff on his native country's post-Ceausescu woes. Buoyed, like 'Maria,' by strong lead performances - here, theater vet Victor Rebengiuc and actress Camelia Zorlescu - 'Medal of Honor' recalls typical Central Euro yarns, as a pensioner finds he's suddenly awarded a decoration for a WWII act of heroism he hardly remembers. Drily humorous pic takes a while to work its spell but, as the ironies mount, becomes thoroughly engaging." - Derek Elley, Variety. READ MORE

"Before the glory that was Greece and Rome, even before the first cities of Mesopotamia or temples along the Nile, there lived in the Lower Danube Valley and the Balkan foothills people who were ahead of their time in art, technology and long-distance trade," notes John Noble Wilson in his New York Times feature on the exceptional exhibition "The Lost World of Old Europe: The Danube Valley, 5,000 - 3,500 BC." PECA STEFAN at hotINK International Festival of Play Readings
RCINY brings playwright Peca Stefan at the 9th hotINK - international festival of play readings, presented by the Department of Drama from the Tisch School of the Arts at NYU. His latest play, WIRE AND ACROBATS, a story about motorcycles and time warp, and a gruesome and beautiful tale about remembering true love, will be presented on January 30 in a staged reading by New York-based Romanian director Ana Margineanu.
