The Yellow Submarine in Jerusalem

The industrial neighborhood of Talpiot doesn’t resemble a center of culture, yet one of the most beloved cultural venues in Jerusalem, the Yellow Submarine, is located in the heart of this urban tangle. Dedicated to bringing quality music to Israeli listeners, both from Israel and from abroad, the Yellow Submarine is a place where artists both obscure and famous find recognition. Traditions abound at the Yellow Submarine: One is jazz, as there are jazz concerts at the Yellow Submarine as often as multiple times per week. The other is, if course, the Beatles.


Feeling the Music at the Yellow Submarine

The atmosphere at the Yellow Submarine is deliberately informal: The stage is placed beside an area where tables and chairs are strewn at random, so audience members can drink or kick up their heels and dance. The low stage is also conducive to interaction between the performer and audience. Artists visiting from abroad find themselves with a warmly receptive audience.


There are several staple performances at the Yellow Submarine—events which recur month to month. One of these is the “Magical Mystery Tour,” a tribute to the Beatles. Free jazz performances are another frequent event at the Yellow Submarine, and in general jazz is one of the central themes of the place.


Educational Program at the Yellow Submarine

The Yellow Submarine is not just a nightclub—it also provides musical education to high school students whose schools don’t have a music department. The program is approved by the Ministry of Education and begins in the tenth grade.


The Yellow Submarine also has the “Band’s Project,” in which young ensembles receive musical instruction on the site and give a performance at the end of the year.
