1. BELCIN Radu - evening never comes
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The project is about challenging the individual by putting him in unusual situations and exploring his stereotypical behavior. As a starting point I begin from the most common gestures, actions and then I move them in a different scenario as my intention is to leave from the first place the area of safety and reliability. I think this brings the mind closer to the state of being awake, making it more willing to observe.


2. BOERU Alina Otilia - Pillars of the Sky
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The contemporary man faces the relocation phenomenon more often, being mostly determined by pragmatic and material reasons. The excessive mobility which he confronts nowadays creates chaos, and opposes the natural and traditional order of things. As a result of the new life style he chose, the modern man feels the urge (consciously or subconsciously) to appeal to the backbone of his culture, to the “tree of life”, otherwise said to the “tree rooted in the skies”. […] The “Pillars of the Sky” project will be shaped in an ambient installation made from flexible materials, semi-opaque, with a delicate consistency.

3. BROJBOIU Gabriel - MY RAIN COLLECTION
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“MY RAIN COLLECTION” is an installation composed by more than 400 (almost 500) pieces of paper, 13/20 cm each. Every single paper will have a unique printed image of a drop of rain (after my acrylic paintings), with an unrepeatable serial number. […]It will look like a plane curtain, roughly 3 on 4 meters, suspended in the gallery. Both sides will be visible: the front side will be covered with colored works, the back one will be in black and white. […]for me this drops collection is a metaphor of emotional memory.


4. CAMPEANU Andreea - Romanian-Jews of Israel
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[…] I plan to identify and take intimate portraits of at least 30 individuals with a Romanian heritage or descendants thereof. I will do this by getting in touch with organizations of Romanian Jews, in order to meet representative persons of the community. […]. Each portrait will be associated with a photograph of objects they keep that link them to Romania or to traditions they brought from Romanian. […]. The end project - a picture and audio slideshow - will provide insight to the Romanian-Jew community in Israel.

5. COJOCARU Sorin Dan - About the Dead Sea Metabolism
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[…] The project is aimed at studying and documenting the geomorphology of the Dead Sea and the Negev Desert. The stratigraphic data - extreme low level of the Dead Sea (377m maximum depth but after the last measures over 400m) and the sediments of the desert creates an unique and fragile balance. The Dead Sea is analised here like a living organism surrounded by “muscular sediments”. […]my aim is to re-create the landscapes of the Dead Sea and Negev through the techniques of anatomy drawings. The landscape, the geology layers as well as the archaeology layers and the human being living in that landscape are one single entity.


6. CRACIUN DOBRESCU Ioana - Imaginary Traveler in the Negev Desert
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Rendering in tempera technique, on large dimensions wooden panels, the mythical but still real space of the Negev Desert, loaded with mystery, forms and colors, so vivid in the human mythology, following the imaginary footprints of Patriarch Abraham can only be a challenge for the artist, who would, without any doubt, attempt to catch the mystery hidden beyond the contemporary reality. […] My project consists in working in studio, painting a series of works entirely inspired by the images of the Nagev Desert known from the documentation, followed by a visit to these places and recreating the same landscapes but this time inspired by reality. In the end I plan to exhibit all these works together.
7. DOBRE Carmen - FUR – A Study of the Furry Community
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I propose for the Herzliya residence program a project which I have developed for the past year and a half and which is the topic of the PhD thesis I am currently involved with. This project combines a photographic documentation and a sociological analysis of the furry community. Furries or Furs are an international elective community based on the idea of a connection (with various degrees of intensity) with one or several preferred animals. […] The reason for choosing a multidisciplinary approach is the incapacity of photography to reveal the non-visual conditions of its depicted object. One of such invisible conditions is identity formation, and the cultural determinations that explain identification processes. […]


8. DOBRE Giulia - Feminine vs Feminist in the Visual Arts of Israel and Romania
The present study will try to enlighten into what have the main concepts of the initial FEMINISM transformed, who are the new women-creators, oh which educational and personal backgrounds, in order to attempt an analysis of their current artistic expression. Are nowadays creators FEMININE, or is that more of a “third sex” manner of creating? Which are the boundaries, the definitions and the vocabulary of these new women-creators in their work?

9. EPURAS Liviu - Looking for Gradiva – a Romanian archaeological expedition through the Israelian heritage
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In 1903 Wilhelm Jensen published his novel Gradiva: A Pompeiian Fantasy, about a German archaeologist who dreams of a young woman he sees in an ancient Roman relief. […] To begin with, the residency would offer me the possibility of an imaginary trip, through art, excavating my personal memory, as among my first memories there is a strong collection of pieces from my hometown’ archaeological sites. […]In my artwork the historical signification of the artistic illusions was reversed, shifting the Antiquity – the past in general – to a metaphor for death, the ephemeral instead stability and permanence. Therefore, I would present a journey back in time, with sparkling notes of present moments. If I may call it like that, is the abolition of the timeline, with the help of Gradiva. […] The way I intend to develop this virtual journey is basically by drawing, pseudo-scientifically drawings, in the manner of Jacques Carrey. […]
10. MICU Ana-Maria - sensitive to the beauties of ...... In view of these facts
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The project comes from spotting the similarities in the way we adapt/ resist to modern ways of life and the problems painting as a medium faces in the field of contemporary art. In both cases the space seems not big enough for the necessary expansion that would fairly distinguish between all the different potentialities, hence the need to juxtapose and to opt for an expanded field, which, in this case, for painting, means to merge with design and aspects of domestic life.


11. MIHAIL Filip-Anton - Fruits of the Promised Land
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The project proposed in this application, called “Fruits of the Promised Land”, will be composed by two main parts. During the first one I will realize a number of artworks, painted mostly in acrylic or vinyl paints on canvas, inside the studio. In the second part, through the last week of the residency, these works will be exhibited in the gallery space from Herzlyia […]The art pieces produced at Herzlyia would continue a suite which has as central theme the biblical concepts of "Creation through Word" and "Matter from Nothing". These theories are well known in the Judeo-Christian cultures, representing key ingredients, which act as unifying links between these two spiritual worlds. This series of new artworks will be focused mostly on these particular issues. As a novelty, they would integrate specific visual elements from the Israeli environment: images of architectural details, or archaeological components, parts of landscapes, urban, or nature scenes. […]

13. PITIS Flavia-Maria - Lost in freedom
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LOST IN FREEDOM…is a visual project which allows us to rediscover the sense and the utility of our daily actions, the real happiness in a urban society, to questions the reasons of our mental behaviour, the meanings of our dreams and their projections in the close reality. […] The project will be realized in Israel and Romania. The subject of study will be the israelian society and it’s particularities as a reaction of it’s historical background. The concept will be developed as a work-in-progress and it will become more complex with every action and image. […]


14. POP Cosmin-Constantin - Ear, nose, throat, horrible doubt
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Ear, nose, throat, horrible doubt put us in front of an artificial eyes string witch copies the natural eyes aspect but are unable to  replace theirs features. A string composed by 28 same size artificial eyes wherein every hand painted sphere had a 25 cm diameter and a total length of 9 m. In every artificial eye iris there will be a backscattering of an Ear, Sculpture, Lighthouse, Horrible Doubt, Nose, Aura, Watercraft, Traces of Memory, Mouth, Empty Form, Lost Paradise, Public Gallery, Lion, Materialism, Prophets, Avant-Garde, Eagle, Object Art, Death, Way of Live, Deer, Iconography, Hammer, Television, Orange, User-Interface, Revolution and Alphabet. Those baroque spheres, objects painted with images and word have not just a visual vibrational effect but also a backscattering function of political and social history for one of the world oldest port cities Jaffa but also one of the newest cities Herzliya.

15. RASOVSZKY Lea-Elisabeta - E-mahut א-מהות
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My work revolves around understanding the surrounding inner and outer realities through their archetypal and visual compounds. To me, there are always faces behind these notions and concepts. I'm just picking them out of a crowd. Through drawing portraits I try to investigate my private dilemmas and to constructively question my inner structure as an artist and as an individual. The iconic figures, the emblematic characters in my life need faces in order to become reachable. […] I propose an installation, a wall of drawings on different mediums and papers, different frames or boxes (also made out of found objects), of Jewish women that I meet or see on the street and below it their name (real or fictional). […] The title “E-mahut / א-מהות“ is a wordplay on the Hebrew word אמהות that means "maternity" but instead changing the first letter to E, the first letter of Elisheva, and therefore internalizing the term and turning it into a personal concept. The focus of the project is that of proposing an alternative view of collective memory, and making a switch from that of a more historical view to a more personal and humanistic view.

16. SALAMON-PAVEL Rodica-Elisabeta (SALAMON Eli) - THE BEAUTY OF THE JEWISH WOMAN
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Is it possible to detect, in the simplicity of a gesture, enough details to guess, at least, the story of a human life? At times, my drawing style is purposely discreet. It implies rather than makes a statement.  At other times, it explodes in elaborate detail, but it always frames a story. My stories are unfinished, the characters are universal: women flooding the world with mystery and elegance. I insist upon a certain gesture, an attitude - or I sit down in front of a window, next to a guitar-contoured silhouette re-living once more and forever a moment, with its flavours, sounds and shades are flowing into a different reality. […]

17. SAVA Stefan-Constantin - The Delirium - A Critical Reinterpretation of Marin Preda’s Novel
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We've seéen strung up till the death.





The focus of my research and of my artistic projects has been represented by the theme of Holocaust in Romania and its relationship with the issue of postmemory. The way in which the history is being written, interpreted, deformed or transformed into knowledge, thus shaping the collective consciousness, has become an important topic in my projects. This is partly due to the fact that in Romania the recent past is profoundly marked by falsifications and various forms of amnesia, and hence it generates powerful controversies among historians and at the level of the public opinion. […] Israel is an essential component of this artistic project because it projects a critical perspective – fundamental to this endeavor – on an ideologically charged text. It also brings into focus the connections with a traumatic past, a past which is crucial to the problem of national and ethnical identity today. A critical interpretation starting from Marin Preda’s text is all the more necessary in Romania’s cultural context, given the fact that a coherent vision over our recent history is painfully missing.


18. STREINU Ioana-Lavinia - OPENING TO THE WORLD – MEDITERRANEAN΄S COLORS
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By this project I aim for an extension of cultural (generally speaking) and artistic (in particular) relationships between Romania and Israel. Through my art I want to bring a part of the Israeli culture and spirituality in  Romania. For this I intend to achieve a number of paintings - at least 100x70cm each work, oil on canvas technique and mixed technique: acrylic-tempera-oil on canvas. […] Holy Land certainly can’t be anything else but such an experience, an initiatory field for any artist self-search. Depth of Israeli culture, which kept its identity, its light, its landforms, its poetic-plastic syntax along the millenniums, is indeed a chance. That is about the received and irradiated influences of this culture, about its traditions related to the universe matrix. […]

19. TASI Iosif-Stefan - PMO - Printed Message Objectification
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[…] PMO is also the result of my experience as an artist familiar with the Mail Art movement as I have send and received art objects in the last 10 years. Some of the objects produced by using printed materials will be sent to artists from Israel as a trace of my journey in Israel and an invitation to cooperate towards future projects […] while other objects will be more ‘monumental’ and can be organized in an exhibition […]. The Herzliya residence could provide me the right environment not only for experiencing the Jewish society, but to understand it as already filtered through the medium of artists as the artists have special sensitiveness and they already translate their everyday life in their art. […]
