The Romanian Cultural Institute Program is aimed at supporting researchers, translators, cultural journalists and, not lastly, artists, in their effort to receive specialized training, both in Romania, and abroad, ensuring a permanent communication between different international platforms to support and capitalize the results of their work.

Annex I
Bucharest Romanian Cultural Institute 

Scholarships for foreign researchers
The scholarships for foreign researchers consist of financial support for a two (3) month internship at a Romanian institution in order to elaborate a paper that discusses issues related to different spheres of Romanian society. The program is dedicated to academic improvement, targeting both PhD students working on a Romanian theme, for the preparation of PhD and consecrated researchers. The selection is made by an independent panel of specialists, based on an application file, which must contain, among other things, the recommendation from the doctoral coordinator (as the case may be).

Number of annually granted scholarships: 4 (four)
Duration of scholarships: 3 (three) months
Areas for which evaluation and selection are organized: Areas for which evaluation and selection are organized: research and documentation in the areas covered by Article 4, Chapter II of the General Regulations on the granting of research and documentation scholarships and other forms of material support.

Deadline for submission of files: june 30, 2019
Granted amounts: 3 000 euro/scholarship


Documents needed for enrolment (the scholarship application file):

· the enrolment form;

· 2 (two) letters of recommendation (from the paper coordinator and another professor, preferably a specialist in what concerns the proposed theme);

· in the case of PhD graduates, the applicants must supply copies that certify the participation in an accredited doctoral program.
The documentation will be written in English. The candidate may also use the Romanian language in the drafting of the research project insofar as he / she demonstrates advanced language knowledge.

Scholarships for foreign cultural journalists
The research and documentary scholarships for foreign cultural journalists consist in the financial support of a one-month documentation period in Romania to carry out projects aimed at promoting the Romanian cultural phenomenon in the foreign press. Thus, ICR grants scholarships to foreign journalists who propose working projects reflecting different aspects of Romanian culture. The number of scholarships awarded annually consists of 5 (five) distributed scholarships, depending on the period agreed with the winning nominated journalists, for a period chosen by the end of the calendar year.

They will carry out their documentary period during a month spent in the areas covered by their topic.

Number of annually granted scholarships: 5 (five)
Duration of scholarships: maximum one month.

Areas for which evaluation and selection are organized: cultural journalism / documentary film-photo reportage

Deadline for submission of files: july 15, 2019
Granted amounts:  1 500 euro/scholarship

Annex III

Translator scholarships
(A). For professional translators 

The program aims to collaborate as closely as possible with professional translators specializing in the translation of Romanian authors
 into foreign languages. Selected candidates are offered the opportunity to translate into Romania and to interact directly with Romanian writers, editors and translators, as well as with the environment that defines Romanian literature.

Annually there are 5 (five) scholarships of one or two months granted, depending on the period requested by the applicant.
Number of annually granted scholarships: 5 (five)
Duration of scholarships: one or two months, depending on the period requested by the candidate.

Areas for which evaluation and selection are organized: translations.
Deadline for submission of files: may 30, 2019
Granted amounts: 1 000 EUR or 2 000 EUR, depending on the period requested by the applicant

· CV, which must contain, as the case may be: participations at conferences, seminars, congresses, communications; published works, project which were finalised or are pending currently; other information deemed useful by the applicant;

· copy of a contract valid at the time of submission of the candidacy file, concluded with a foreign publishing house for the publishing of the translated work (candidacy project) from Romanian literature. 

(B). Residences for translators in training 
The Resident Program aims to create a new generation of translators of Romanian literature in as many foreign languages as possible, as well as a closer collaboration with existing professional translators. In this respect, the selected candidates are given the opportunity to spend in Romania a period that allows them to directly know the Romanian literature and the environment that defines it. 5 (five) scholarships of 2,000 EUR / person / scholarship are awarded, providing for three scholarships a week with mandatory attendance, having invited specialists in three important areas that the five scholars will attend during the internship: Introduction to the Romanian language - notions of grammar and syntax; Introduction to Romanian Literature and Transduction Seminars. These courses will take place at the headquarters of the Romanian Cultural Institute in Bucharest, Biserica Amzei street, no. 21-23. We also mention that this program is intended to ensure accommodation for the five scholars throughout the internship within the Brâncoveneşti Palaces Complex in Mogoşoaia and to provide transport for courses between Mogoşoaia-Bucharest.
