Grants for Foreign Researchers 

The grant for the foreign researches consists in financial support for a three months traineeship in a relevant institution from Romania in order to prepare a paper which to debate subjects related to various areas of the Romanian society. The program is dedicated to academic upskilling focusing on both doctoral candidates who work on a Romanian theme for the preparation of the doctoral dissertations, and on the well-known researchers. The selection is made by an independent commission of specialists based on an application file, which must contain, among others, the recommendation from the coordinator of the doctoral dissertation (as the case may be). 

Number of grants awarded on annual basis: 4

Stay period: 3 months 

Fields for which the evaluation and selection are organized: research and documentation in the fields indicated at Article 4, Chapter II of the General Regulation for the Award of the Research and Documentation Grants and of Other Forms of Material Support. 

Due date for the submission of the files: 15 November 2016 

Awarded amounts: EUR 3,000.00/grant 

Documents necessary for registration (grant application file): 

- registration form; 

- curriculum vitae; 

- copy of the identification document/passport; 

- one research project; 

- two letters of recommendation (from the paper coordinator or from another professor, preferably from a specialist with regard to the proposed theme); 

- printed copies of the studies published within the last two years in a specialty magazine or on well-known websites in the research field chosen by the candidate; 

- a working plan for the period for which the grant is requested; 

- in case of doctoral candidates, copies of the official documents which certify their participation in an accredited doctoral program in an accredited university. 

The documentation shall be in English language. The candidate may also use Romanian language when preparing the research project to the extent he/she proves that he/she has advanced language knowledge.

Grants for Foreign Cultural Journalists 

The research and documentation grants for the foreign cultural journalists consist in financial support of one month documentation traineeship in Romania in order to prepare projects focused on the promotion of the Romanian cultural phenomenon in the foreign press. Thus, RCI awards grants to the foreign journalists who propose working projects that reflect various aspects of the Romanian culture. The number of grants awarded on annual basis is of 10 (ten) grants distributed depending on the period agreed together with the winning journalists, for a period chosen until the end of the calendar year. 

They shall document themselves during one month spent in the areas covered by their subject. 

Number of grants awarded on annual basis: 10 (ten)

Due date for the submission of the files: 21 April 2016 
Awarded amounts: EUR 1,500.00/grant 

Fields for which the evaluation and selection are organized: cultural journalism/documentary fil – photo reports

Grant duration: maximum one month 

Documents necessary for registration (grant application file): 

- registration form; 

- curriculum vitae; 

- copy of the identification document/passport; 

- description of the research project, which shall contain at least three pages (MS Office) – taking into account the steps to be followed by the research, the spaces considered by the candidate, the necessity of performing such research in Romania;  

- a portfolio containing articles/show recordings; 

- DVDs containing documentary films, interview recordings, CDs containing audio shows; 

- 20 photos with photo albums which to demonstrate the interest of the candidate for this field; 

- a letter of recommendation from the top management of the newspaper / radio station / TV channel – Association where the candidate works or worked; 

- letter of intent (in an international language). 

The documentation shall be in English language.

Grants for Translators  

8(A). For professional translators 

The program proposes a close collaboration with the professional translators specialized in translating the Romanian authors
 in foreign languages. The selected candidates shall be provided with the possibility to translate in Romania and to directly interact with the Romanian writers, editors and translators and also with the environment that defines the Romanian literature. 

10 (ten) grants of one up to two months (at the choice of the candidate) are offered on annual basis during the period requested by the candidate. 

The value of the grant is of EUR 1,000.00/2,000.00 (EUR 1,000.00 for one month and EUR 2,000.00 for two months, divided into two equal instalments). 
Due date for the submission of the files: 30 May 2016 
Fields for which the evaluation and selection are organized: Translations. 
Grant duration: 1-2 months  

Documents necessary for registration (grant application file): 

- curriculum vitae, which to contain, as the case may be: participations in colloquiums, seminars, conferences, congresses, communications; published works, projects executed or in progress; other data considered useful by the applicant;   

- copy of the identification document/passport; 

- copies of the education degrees;   

- letter of intent/working project; 

- two letters of recommendation; 

- copy of an agreement concluded with a foreign publishing house in order to publish a work from Romanian literature.   

8(B). Residencies for translators in training  

The residence program proposes to train a new generation of translators of the Romanian literature in an increasing number of foreign languages, and also a close collaboration with the existing professional translators. In this respect, the selected candidates are offered the possibility to spend in Romania a period which to allow them to directly become familiar with the Romanian literature and the environment which defines it. 10 (ten) grants of EUR 2,000.00/person/month are awarded, offering to the grant holders three courses per week with mandatory attendance, inviting specialists from three important fields which the ten grant holders shall cover during the traineeship: Introduction in Romanian Language – Grammar and Syntax Notions; Introduction in Romanian Literatures and Seminars of Translation. These courses shall take place at the headquarters of the Romanian Cultural Institute from 21-23 Biserica Amzei Street. We also mention that this program provides accommodation for the ten grant holders during their traineeship at Palatele Brancovenesti Complex from Mogosoaia, and also transportation to courses between Mogosoaia and Bucharest. 

Value of one residence: EUR 2,000.00/person. 

Number of residencies awarded on annual basis: 10 

Due date for the submission of the files: 15 May 2016 
Fields for which the evaluation and selection are organized: translations. 
Duration of residencies: 2 months.
