Dorina Mocan ar en konstndr som ursprungligen
kommer frdn Ruménien men sedan 40 4r ir etablerad
i Sverige. Utstdllningen "Serenity” ar en reflektion
over manniskans tillstand i ett magiskt universum dér
fantasi och oskuld representerar de grundliggande
vardena.

P4 latin syftar serenitas / serenitatis pa bra vider och
gynnsamma forhallanden. Dorina Mocans utstéllning
som arrangeras av Rumanska kulturinstitutet i
Stockholm i dess utstéllningslokaler mellan maj och
augusti 2022 kan ses som en vadjan om fred och
forsoning. En inbjudan till introspektion och hopp
i ett svart, nistan osannolikt dégonblick i var nutida
historia, markt av krigets brutala dterkomst, med alla
dess fasor i vart dagliga liv.

Dorina Mocans bildvirld ar inspirerad bade av
mystiken och den latenta “poesin” i hennes hemlands
Transsylvanien. Men ocksd av det trostande, vilda
men rogivande lugnet pa stranderna runt 6n Gotland i
Ostersjon, dar konstnéren levde och skapade i ménga
ar. Den “magiska” atmosfaren i hennes maélningar
skapas fullodigt av de levande fargerna, fulla av
varme. Bakgrunderna omsorgsfullt dekorerade med
halvabstrakta, vaxtornamentala eller geometriska
motiv som paminner om orientaliska dekorationer.
En varld likt ett dromtillstdnd, en blandning av
uraldriga myeter, folklore och levande traditioner, dar
kompositionerna formedlar enkla, tidlésa sanningar
som ger direkt resonans hos betraktaren.

De unga flickorna i hennes malningar hanvisar till
Prerafaeliterna och den italienska renassansens
fridfulla gestalter. De utstrdlar inre skonhet,
sensualitet, styrka och sjalvfértroende som

forhoppningsvis forebddar en ny varld. Det ar inte
en flykt frdn stormen, ett undvikande av faror, utan
snarare ett tillstdnd av lugn och inre frid ndra Zen-
meditation som satter den kreativa individen och hans

delikat atergivna av Dorina Mocan som figurerna i
klassisk indisk skulptur i all sin naturlighet.

Dorina Mocans malningar ar ett vittnesbérd om att
konsten fortfarande kan erbjuda ett satt att radda
dem som inte har gett upp sdkandet efter sanningen.

Magical realism and the poetry of colors in Dorina Mocan’s exhibition “Serenity

Dorina Mocan is an artist who originally comes from
Romania but has been established in Sweden for 40
years. The exhibition “Serenity” is a reflection on
the human condition in a magical universe where
imagination and innocence represent the basic values.

In Latin, serenitas/serenitatis refers to good weather
and favorable conditions. Dorina Mocan’s exhibition
organized by the Romanian Cultural Institute in
Stockholm in its premises between May and August 2022
can be seen as an appeal for peace and reconciliation.
An invitation to introspection and hope in a difficult,
almost improbable moment in our contemporary
history, marked by the brutal return of war, with all its
horrors, in our daily lives.

Dorina Mocan’s pictorial world is inspired by both
mysticism and the latent “poetry” in her native
Transylvania. But also by the comforting, wild but
soothing calm on the beaches around the island of
Gotland in the Baltic Sea, where the artist lived and
created for many years. The “magical” atmosphere
in her paintings is created thoroughly by the vibrant
colors, full of warmth. The backgrounds are carefully
decorated with semi-abstract, plant ornamental or
geometric motifs reminiscent of oriental decorations. A
world like a dream state, a mixture of ancient myths,
folklore and living traditions, where the compositions
convey simple, timeless truths that give direct resonance
to the viewer.

The young girls in her paintings refer to the Pre-
Raphaelites and the peaceful figures of the Italian
Renaissance. They radiate inner beauty, sensuality,
strength and self-confidence that hopefully herald
a new world. It is not an escape from the storm, an
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avoidance of dangers, but rather a state of calm and
inner peace, like Zen meditation that puts the creative
individual and his/her forces at the center of the
universe. The positions of the limbs are no coincidence.
As masterfully and delicately reproduced by Dorina
Mocan as the figures in classical Indian sculpture in all
their naturalness.

In Dorina Mocan’s paintings, art can offer a way of
salvation for those who have not given up the search
for the truth. But in order to discover its meaning, you
have to follow, like an ascetic, a path of initiation up
to the ultimate goal and your efforts will be rewarded.

Cornelias skatter Cornelia’s Treasures “Dolce far Niente”

Jag sdg henne pa avstind, CORNELIA med sitt roda
har som lyste i den grd novemberkvillen. Jag kunde
inte se hennes ansikte, gomt av kragen pd hennes
rock, men dnda anade jag en framtida modell. Och jag
blev valdigt nyfiken.

Jag ville verkligen stoppa henne men dnda lit jag
henne passera... Den kvillen var jag mycket besviken
over att jag inte hade modet att nairma mig henne.

Men bara nagra veckor senare dok hon upp igen, pa
samma plats. Den hir gangen gick jag direkt fram till
henne och borjade prata med henne, glad éver moétet
och for forsta gangen tittade jag pa hennes ansikte.
Min tidigare kansla visade sig vara ratt, hennes farger
var spannande och hon var verkligen vacker.

Nagra dagar senare kom hon till min ateljé och vi
tyckte att det var latt att prata och fi kontakt. Hon
satt pa golvet omgiven av mina strandfynd och holl
nagra snackor i hinderna.

Skapandet av en malning borjar alltid med den hir
typen av speciella 6gonblick av fértrollade méten nar
motivet plotsligt star framfor mig och kraver sin rétt
att mota duken genom min karlek och omsorg.

Den firdiga malningen blir en karleksforklaring till
motena. Det ar ett portratt av en ung kvinna men
ocksa av platser jag élskar, som utsikten fran mitt
ateljéfonster mot vattnet. Jag alskar denna lattja
"I Dolce far niente”, sotman och enkelheten i att
ingenting gora och bara vara.. I LUGNETs famn. Men
idnd& behovde jag stoppa den hir unga kvinnan pa
gatan, ta mig an ett hart men dlskat arbete och den
har malningen, i raden av andra, var bara tvungen att
goras.

I saw her in a distance, CORNELIA, with her red hair
shining in the gray November evening. I could not see
her face, hidden by the collar of her coat, but still I
sensed a future model. And I became very curious.

I really wanted to stop her but still I let her pass ... That
evening I was very disappointed that I had not the
courage to approach her.

But just a few weeks later, she reappeared, at the same
place. This time I went straight up to her and started
talking to her, happy over the meeting and for the first
time I looked at her face. My previous feeling turned out
to be right, her colors were exciting and she was really
beautiful.

A few days later she came to my studio, and we could
easily talk and get in touch. She sat on the floor
surrounded by my beach findings and held some shells
in her hands.

The creation of a painting always begins with this type
of special moment of enchanted encounters when the
motif suddenly stands in front of me and demands its
right to meet the canvas through my love and care.

The finished painting becomes an explanation of love to
the meetings. It’s a portrait of a young woman but also
of places I love, like the view from my studio window
facing the water. I love this laziness “Il Dolce far niente”,
sweetness and the simplicity of doing nothing and just
being ... in the arms of SERENITY. But still I needed to
stop this young woman on the street, take on a hard but
beloved job , this painting, in the line of others, just had
to be done.

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“Sara och hennes folje” ar titeln pad Dorina Mocans
malning, ett karleksfullt portratt av en flicka. Det ar
en stor malning, som tidigt i vart juryarbete genast
fastnade pa min nithinna. Bilden ar en allegori laddad
med symboler. Den dr pa samma gang bade realistisk
och abstrakt. Ordet Entourage i titeln, som kan betyda
bade omgivning och fdlje, ger en viss ledtrad. Flickan,
kladd i folkdrakt, foljs av tre duvor, symbol for fred,
karlek och omtanke. Flickan och duvorna ar tydligt
markerade, verkar nastan utklippta. De tycks svava
mot den omgivande bakgrunden.

Har finns mycket kvar for
betraktaren att se och utforska. Det ar dessutom, inte
minst viktigt, ett utsokt vackert maleri, som utan att
vara sentimentalt eller insmickrande latt soker sig till
betraktarens 6ga.

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"Sara and her entourage” is the title of Dorina Mocan’s
painting. A loving portrait of a girl. It is a large painting,
which early in our jury work immediately got stuck on
my retina. The image is an allegory loaded with symbols.
It is both realistic and abstract at the same time. The
word Entourage in the title, which can mean both
environment and companionship, provides a certain
clue. The girl, dressed in folk costume, is followed by
three pigeons, a symbol of peace, love and care. The
girl and the pigeons are clearly marked, seem almost
cut out. They seem to float against the surrounding
background. A background or environment, which can
be a wallpaper, a map image or why not a Gotland
landscape. Full of shells, birds and named plants, such
as woodland, marten and lupine against a base of
leaf nerves. Carefully deployed to a beautiful pattern.
The flowers become color clicks against the light
background. But there is no doubt that it is Sara who
is central in the picture. She looks down, not shy, but
dreamy and longing. She’s on her way to an enchanting
glorious summer vacation? It is a finely tuned, carefully
and painstakingly constructed and well-composed and
detailed painting. A narrative painting. I guess the
patterns on the girl’s outfit and little handbag have
their roots in the artist’s upbringing in Transylvania.
But the pregnancy and placement of the three pigeons
are also important for the composition of the image.
They are not placed at random but a contribution to the
harmony and calm that is in the painting. Every detail
has a meaning not only for the allegorical story but for
the composition of the image. Despite or because of all
the conscious image-building, the image also contains
a great deal of enigma, which makes it even more
exciting. There is a lot left for the viewer to see and
explore. It is also, not least important, an exquisitely
beautiful painting, which without being sentimental or
flattering easily seeks the eye of the beholder. And get
stuck there!

Under denna tid upplevde jag bade maélardukens
ytmassiga begransningar och mina egna. Ju mer jag
mélade detta pldgsamma morker, ju mer tiden gick,
desto sdmre bérjade jag m& och kinde mig direkt
plagad, tills jag en dag inte ldngre orkade fortsitta
betrakta helvetesskildringen utan var tvungen att
mala 6ver en hel del av bildens nedre del.

Det ar anledningen till att jag, for det mesta, kanner
mig tvungen att méila det vackra och gora plats for
lugnet..SERENITETEN.. friden..och valviljan.

Men i kratern i min mélning gapar d&nnu nagot hotfullt
och de roda lavastrommarna ar kvar; faror lurar
konstant i den klaraste av sommarens dagar men
huset star dnnu stadigt och inbjudande i gronskan vid
den (6vermalade) katastrofens brant.
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Sara on top of the world

Sara was sitting at the table in the summer garden
and the white tablecloth made me think of the clouds ..
That’s how I got the idea for this painting. She would sit
up there on the “throne of God” in a protected world for
children..and look down at the dark abyss of the earth,
where conflicts and misery are constantly ongoing.

For several weeks I had painted the blackness in the
lower part of the painting and I dwelled sometimes in
the dark world of wars and horrors of the art history
that have plagued me through the years. During this
time I experienced the limitations of the canvas as well
as of me.

And the more I painted this painful darkness, the more
time passed ..I started to feel worse and felt really
tormented during the work until one day I could no
longer continue to look at the hellish depiction and I
had to paint over a lot in the lower part of the painting.

That is the reason why I, most of the time, feel compelled
to paint the beauty and make room for THE SERENITY
.. and peace ..

But the crater in my painting still gapes somewhat
menacingly and the red lava streams remain; dangers
lurk constantly in the clearest of summer days, but the
house still stands steady and inviting in the greenery by
the steepness of the (overpainted) disaster.
