Alexandra Croitoru works with a politically charged subject matter as she observes and makes social mechanisms visible through photography, installation or video. Croitoru’s staged photography is using the codes of a visual culture already active in contemporary society. Very aware, the artist enters various circulations of images and established visual discourses by playing the structuring and use of images in advertising, mass media or even by simulating the tourist snapshot. 

The both critical and analytical approach often involves humour, which borders irony and cynicism as Croitoru, in some series, performs identities for the camera (like the tourist-terrorist or the woman engaged in a relationship of power with different men, be it bodybuilders or Prime Ministers). The commenting can also take the character of documenting marginal transformations in an urban context or of recording controversial spaces that played a political role in recent history.


Whether it is transformations of institutions in an urban context, changing articulations of the civic sphere, new visual codes in the commercial circulation of images or an ongoing revision of a national identity, Alexandra Croitoru follows it attentively in order to make her artistic projects underscore social and political fact.
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
