Malka   Inbal
   In Malka Inbal's work, the light plays two parts: the light as a tool or raw material and both the leading role in the artwork itself. Malka uses her own self-developed special technique of shooting through a silver screen that is both transparent and reflecting. Using staged photography combined with this technique plus special lighting and focusing, Malka expresses her ideas and sensations and relates to things that disturb her mind. 
    In this exhibition Malka presents two types of her artwork: Color photos from the series "Cloth Tales" ;  Black & white photos from the series "In light Of Shadows" and "While We're Together". It’s the color photos which are the artist's platform of touching current affairs and expressing issues dealt by the Israeli society. Her message hides within the folds of the bright colored fabrics; among weary winged birds, distorted images and events in the background of the photos or with symbolically significant colors. In Malka's words: "colors and shapes diffuse through the esthetics that holds protest, which is the base for this series". According to Malka, what she really wanted was to shout out loud but the esthetics, which means a lot to her, perhaps got in the way. 
    In her black & White work of staged photography, Malka speaks of those little moments in life; General human states of mind, of loneliness, sadness, frustration and loss. 
From Avraham Eilat's article, the curator of a previous exhibition:  "The general appearance of Malka Inbal's work is dark and gloomy. There is more black than white, and human figures are more like shadows than bodies with volume and weight. On the stage she creates, she shows dramas where compositions of silhouettes represent, in both abstract and metaphoric manner, the Human Condition in its various aspects.

    Those works can be sees as pessimistic depiction of the world, where human beings are doomed and forced to be together, for better and worse. And yet, one can identify in them great love for dramas of light and shade, allowing the artist to express not only her ideas and experiences, but also her sensitivity to formal tension and its inherent beauty and depth."

      Malka extracts the biggest variety of subtleties and shades out of the light; but by itself, the light is also a significant part of the visual experience she summons and the characters she chose for the front stage. Those characters who represent the relationships we all deal with – couple hood, children, family – in which she digs while deeply exploring in the attempt to solve the riddle and translate it into the language of light and shade.
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
