The "Nicolae Iorga" grant, offered by the Istituto Romeno di Cultura e Ricerca Umanistica in Venice, is a direct cultural experience on what Venice has best to offer to a young artist. During the months spent here, I sensed the places, visiting both important landmarks and the narrow streets that build a fascinating architectural labyrinth, typical for the Venetian sights. I decided any Venetian fragments that would attract my interest, should be transposed on canvas with the help of pictorial experiments, interpreting them as visual poetry. Each painting evokes a feeling of the here and now, lived from my own perspective, a personal, sincere, subjective perspective. The perspective of a young artist. The streets and canals, loaded with a fantastic cultural-affective memory are an inexhaustible source of inspiration for any professional artist.
 Venetian Fragments is an artistic project that describes fluid landscapes, but also emblematic architectural elements like: Palazzo Ducale, Torre dell'Orologio, Arsenale, Giardini della Biennale, famous churches and cathedrals, such as: St. Mark's Basilica, Basilica of Santa Maria della Salute, Santa Maria Gloriosa dei Frari; adjacent islands: Giudecca, Lido, Burano; the city panorama. To complete the Venetian space in this series, I decided to reinterpret the silhouette of the gondola, the gondolier and the city emblem (the winged lion).
By using fluid mixed media- painting techniques, recognizable in all my works, I bring to the forefront the water, matter that has a great ability to store information and energy, essential for the emergence and development of life or endangered due to the multiple effects of industrial evolution and pollution. Therefore, there are mixed media works, the emphasis being on the fluid and spectacular effects, specific to the hybrid painting of this contemporary era, prioritizing painting experiments, more precisely the blending, overlapping or joining incompatible materials, such as water, oil, recycled acrylic colors, watercolors, turpentine, ink, pastel, varnish, colored pencils, etc. At the same time, I used different plastic expressions that represent my work, like: dripping, splash, impasto, transparencies, fusions, etc. My wish was to clearly render my inner experiences lived in Venice through appropriate technical, technological and chromatic expressive valences. The chromatic leitmotif of this series is the color blue. An infinite blue, nostalgic, delicate, reflecting the colors of the Venetian canals, but also the sky, which covers and crosses each of the districts and all the islands in the Venetian ensemble.
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
